Pipeline in northern Greece at a glance

The Trans Adriatic Pipeline (TAP) is part of the Southern Gas Corridor that will transport natural gas from the
Caspian Sea to the European markets, diversifying Europe's energy supply and enhancing energy security.

TAP starts near the Evros area of Kipoi at the Greek-Turkish border, where it is connected to the Trans Anatolian
Pipeline (TANAP). From there, it fraverses northern Greece westwards to leropigi, Kastoria at the Greek-Alba-
nian border. Via Albania and the Adriatic Sea, the pipeline comes ashore in Southern Italy fo connect to the
[talian network. TAP's shareholding is comprised of BP (20%), SOCAR (20%), Snam (20%), Fluxys (19%), Enagds

(16%) and Axpo (5%).
